Deacon Formation
Continuing Formation of Deacons: A deacon’s formation does
not end with ordination. Even though he has had four years of
formation, there remains much to learn and many ways in which to
grow. The process of being transformed by Christ, which begins for
each person at baptism, is only completed in the life to come. Post-
ordination formation for deacons begins with a special three-year
process. During this time, the newly ordained deacons will meet
four times a year for a Friday evening through an early Saturday
afternoon program, revisiting in a new way some topics addressed
during initial formation, as well as exploring new topics. We will
also begin two activities that will be part of all deacons’ schedules —
an annual St. Lawrence day celebration, on a Sunday evening near
the Saint's feast on August 10", and an annual deacon community
retreat in late June. In other months, the newly ordained deacons
will meet for fellowship and support in the small groups originally
started for study and theological reflection.
