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DIRECTIONS: The easiest way to get to BCSP is to take 1-465 south
around to 1-65 south and get off at the SR 46 Columbus Exit, heading
west towards Nashville. You may enter the park before Nashville at
the North Entrance or after Nashville at the West Entrance. Tell them
you are camping with the Cub Scouts in Youth Tent Area #3.

PACK 46 has reservations for the Youth
Tent Area 3 near the middle of the map
just above the Camp Store weekend of
April  30th-May 2nd. (Friday-Sunday).
There are many beautiful hikes and trails
to explore. There are also some fantastic
biking trails from the campground to the
pool area near the North Entrance. Pick up
a park map and bike trail map at the
Park entrance and proceed to Youth Area
#3 at the entrance to the Campgrounds just
above the Camp store in the middle of the
map. Good beginner bike trails include the
Pine Loop at the north end and the Lime-
kiln Trail at the South end near the Camp-
grounds.

Father Christopher Wadelton from
Holy Spirit will be joining us in the early
afternoon on Saturday and have an
outdoor Mass for us at 5:30pm. The big
campfire is also on Saturday evening after
Mass and pitch-in dinner.

BRING: your whole family for this won-
derful camping experience. You should
BE PREPARED by packing your tent and
ground cloth, pillows and sleeping bags, a
cooler with food, drinks and snacks, out-
door cooking equipment including hot dog
roasters, flashlights, insect repellant, sun-
screen, toiletries including toothbrush,
toothpaste, soap, towel, and toilet paper,
trash bags, extra shoes and socks, rain-
coats, comfortable hiking shoes, your Cub
Scout handbooks, jokes, songs, skits and
stories for the Campfire on Saturday. We
will also do The Rosary at the end of the
Campfire so please bring your Rosary.

Also please bring a favorite side dish or
dessert to share with the group in a
pitch-in dinner on Saturday evening.
Each family is responsible for their own
meals and drinks for camp.
