We will meet on most Wednesdays from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m.   in the Parish Center Lower Level.  In the first weeks we will be getting acquainted with the Church and the Parish and with one another.  The team, which includes some long-time parishioners, some newcomers, our deacon, and our current and former parish priests, will be happy to meet and welcome you. 

Spouses, friends, and family members are invited to participate as sponsor or partner.  You do not need to make a commitment of any kind until later in the year. 

This is a welcoming and supporting process. The program, conducted in nearly all U.S. parishes with the formal name of “Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults,” is known, informally, as RCIA. Items in the Parish Bulletin and other communications will refer to it that way.
